The Etruscan city of PARMA was settled by the Romans  

as a colony in 183 BCE and thereafter became important as the 
junction of two major Roman roads,  
the Via Emilia and the Via Claudia. 

 

During the Renaissance and Baroque periods,  
members of the FARNESE family dynasty were the rulers of 
Parma from the mid 1500s to 1731 (when the last Duke died 

childless). The familyõs prominence was reinforced when 
Alessandro Farnese was elected Pope in 1534 (as Paul III). He 
carved out a portion of the Papal States for his illegitimate son 

and created him as the Duke of Parma.  
The Farnese Duke was also the Duke of Piacenza  

and the Duke of Guastalia. 
 

In 1815, after the end of the Napoleonic wars,  
Bonaparteõs divorced second wife  MARIA LUIGIA   

(a Habsburg) was made ruling Duchess of Parma  
by the Congress of Vienna.  

She ruled until her death in 1847.

In 1 8 4 7, the 34 year old Verdi was commissioned  

by the Mediciõs Pergola Theatre in Florence  
to write a òsupernatural dramaó.  

For his tenth opera, he chose Shakespeareõs Scottish Play, 
written in 1 6 0 6 for the new Stuart King, James VI &  1st - 

because of its exotic witches, prophesies,  
apparitions and ghosts.  

 
In 1 8 6 5, Verdi (now 52) re-wrote the piece for  

one of the four state opera houses in Paris,  
(the Theatre Lyrique at the Chatelet)  

adding a ballet and a final chorus.  
He also added a new Act 2 aria for Lady Macbeth  

(la luce langue), changed most of Act 3,  
and created a new chorus  

for the oppressed Scottish peasantry (Patria oppressa).
